His journals include a vast
number of practical inventions such as hydraulic pumps, reversible crank
mechanisms, finned mortar shells, and a steam cannanin 1502, da Vinci
produced a drawing of a 720-foot single span bridge as part of a civil
engineeringproject for Istanbul Turkey.

The bridge was intended to span an inlet at the mouth of the Bosporus
(Istanbul Strait). The project was not pursued at the time because it was
felt that the construction was impossible; however, da Vinci’s vision was
resurrected in 2001 when a smaller bridge based on his design was
constructed in Norway.
