UNCLE FRANK NEEDS YOU!  
JOIN FEPAC TODAY!

FEPAC (Florida Engineering Political Action Committee) is a 
political action committee that solicits voluntary contributions 
from professional engineers interested in effective engineering 
legislation. Funds raised are used to research, select and 
support the election of candidates who are supportive of 
engineering concerns and to initiate or defend against legislation 
that affects the engineering profession. 

 
FEPAC has supported state and local Legislators  like Steve Precourt, P.E., Trudi Williams, 
P.E. and Lake Ray, P.E. as well as legislation such as Tort Reform . Don’t think there are 
any issues this year? Think again. With the State budget shortfalls the infrastructure trust funds 
are at risk.  Hometown Democracy is on the ballot and of course defending the Consultants 
Competitive Negotiations Act (CCNA) is on the radar. In addition we are working on the issues 
regarding the recent Limits of Liability challenges that could be imposed on professional 
engineers as well as supporting the need of continued economic stimulus packages for 
Florida’s economy. We need to fund the efforts to protect and enhance our profession and 
support engineers who want to become or are legislators who support the engineering 
profession.  
 
The time is more important then ever for our FEPAC fund. Last year everyone rose to the 
occasion and we increased our fund from $17,000 to $25,000 however this year we are down 
to $10,000. Although times are tough economically it is important to continue the FEPAC 
fundraising for FES to be effective with legislative issues.  
 
Does FEPAC require a large contribution to be a mem ber?  No, not at all! The minimum 
contribution is only $50. So how can you not afford to be a member? You will spend more then 



$50 fighting these issues alone (or facing the impact of not having a voice in the Florida 
legislature). Isn’t $50 worth protecting and enhancing your profession, your livelihood? The fact 
is that if every member contributed $50, we would have over $200,000 for the FEPAC fund 
allowing Uncle Frank to truly make a difference in effective engineering legislation. 
 
So what are other organizations raising for their P ACs?  The lawyers are way up there at 
approximately $540,000, the Transportation Builders Association is at approximately $140,000, 
and the Florida Home Builders Association is at approximately $220,000. Even the Architects 
have raised more money then FEPAC as they are at approximately $33,000, now I know we 
can do better then that. 
 
So as you can see we need YOUR support more then ev er. Please help make a difference.
