President’'s Message
As we approach the Thanksgiving Holiday, it is interesting to look back and
note all of the accomplishments that Engineers have made
in such disciplines as Agricultural, Mechanical and
Biological engineering to make this time of the year so
special. These accomplishments leave us more time for
further scientific/design work, leisure activities, and friends
and family that we so often think about on this day of
thanks. Consider the menu of a typical Thanksgiving meal
and the historic landmarks associated with them as
depicted in this article by the American Society of Agricultural and
Biological Engineers (ASABE) in 2007:

The guests arrive and the host pops open a bottle of wine, beer, or apple
cider. The kids are offered milk from cows housed in pole frame buildings
or orange juice grown from Rain Bird sprinkler-irrigated or frost-protected
citrus. During the football game, sporting enthusiasts may munch on some
nuts. In the orchards where the nuts are grown, eroded sediment is filtered
from the runoff in vegetated waterways predicted by the Universal Soil
Loss Equation.

When the winning touchdown is scored, everyone sits down to dinner and
marvels at the glorious corn-fed turkey on the table. Not only was corn
dried in a grain aerator fed to that lovely turkey, but the corn was also used
in making the mouthwatering cornbread. As the turkey is being carved,
folks pass around side dishes like cranberry sauce safely canned using the
FMC sterilizer, peas harvested by the Hume-Love cutterbar and reel, and
stuffing made from wheat harvested by machinery such as the McCormick
reaper, Holt Brothers combine, and the Berry combine. Also on the table
are sweet potatoes planted in fields shaped by the John Deere plow, and
potatoes planted in fields drained with clay tile drains and watered via
center pivot irrigation. Of course, we can't forget the salad made of UC-
Blackwelder-harvested tomatoes, polyethylene greenhouse-grown lettuce
and carrots, and other field-grown vegetables fertilized by agricultural
aviation and planted in laser leveled fields.




As we wipe the last drips of dinner off our chins, thanks to cotton napkins
processed with a cotton gin, we clear the table for dessert. Mom cuts into
the pumpkin pie, and we can again give thanks for the sterilized can of
pumpkin filling, the non-erosively grown pecans in the topping, the safely
harvested wheat in the crust, and the whipped cream from the safely
housed dairy heifers. What a meal!
